1. Introduction

In this section, outline the conclusions that will be given in your Poster.

4. References and Bibliography
In this section, provide references cited above and other sources of information for which an interested reader could follow up on to learn more about the topical area of the Poster.

Author(s) biography
In this section, provide a biography for the Author(s).  This section is not to exceed half page length.  

Notes: 

1. The Poster and its Abstract should be focused on the targeted topical area of the Conference, should be specific, and knowledge-oriented.

2. Commercialism in the Paper and Poster should be minimized, in terms of advertising the capability of the authoring organization and/or their research partners.  Such advertisement should be no more than 15% of the Poster surface area.  Papers and posters will be screened for commercialism, and excessive commercial content will be removed.  

3. The Abstract should not exceed two pages in length, including author biographies.  The following settings should be adhered to: A4 page size; times new roman font size 10; top and bottom margins 25 mm; and left and right margins 30 mm and 25 mm, respectively.
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
